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This area is one of the most important duties of a Match Official. You’ve been strong enough to dismiss the player but what you write here is vital.

What do I do on the field?

When you’ve made your decision to send the player off you must write down AT THE TIME the following details;

· Players number (you’ll get his name off the team sheet at the end)

· Players Team

· Time of dismissal

· Offence committed

End of the Game Procedures

Once you’ve blown the final whistle you need to fill in the relevant details on the team sheet such as below;

You then also need to mark down the next to the players name on the team sheet that he has been sent off. 

Writing Your Report
You’ll see by the sending off report below that it is fairly straight forward to write but you MUST ensure the details are correct.

The most important part of the report is the description, here it is essential that you stick to the FACTS and don’t add your opinions. A couple of examples of good and bad reports are written below the Dismissal Report.

Good Report
The game had been well disciplined by both teams until the 47th minute when North West teams number 3, AN Other, tackled a Yorkshire player with a swinging straight arm which connected with the head. First contact was with the head and the arm did not rebound off the shoulder or chest. I ensured the situation was under control and sent AN Other from the field.

Bad Report

It was a cold Sunday morning the pitch was a bit muddy but was good to play on. The game was a fun game and I was really enjoying it, I think my performance was very good so far. Then in the 47th minute a player from the North West team, while making a tackle tackled the Yorkshire player high around the head. The arm was straight and it didn’t look good. I thought straight away I need to send him off so shouted at every that I was going to send the player off. I made sure that I got in the middle of all the players and singled out the player. I felt very happy that I had sent him off and I think that he should get at least a 5 game ban. The sun then came out for the rest of the game and I think I carried on doing a very good job.

Main Points
When you compare both reports you will see that the first simply stuck to facts and didn’t use opinions and this is in complete contrast to the bad report. You need to be professional in what you write and remember that you are a referee and it is your duty to ensure the laws of the game are adhered too. 

Consider these points when writing your report;

· Stick to the facts

· Don’t add opinions

· Don’t recommend how many matches a player should be banned

· Ensure all the details such as time and player name are correct

If you ever need any help there are many people that can help you. Ask a parent, Society Development Officer, Another Match Official or Peter Brooke and we will be more than happy to help.

Brawl Reports

These follow the same principles of the Dismissal Report, the only difference being is that it asks you for basic details such as how many players where involved in tick boxes which means you can concentrate on the other facts in the description box. A copy of the brawl report is below.
A brawl has taken place if three or more players are fighting. All you need to do is observe the brawl and stay calm, do not get caught in the middle of it and take a note of the key offenders numbers. If you sin bin or send off a couple of players make sure this goes in your report, ensure that you write down who started the fight and also which players became involved in the fighting throwing punches.
